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LAST TIME OUT (IN NASL) - OTTAWA STRIKES

LATE TO DOWN ELEVEN: Indy Eleven was primed to
take a point back home from Ottawa last Saturday
afternoon, but Fury FC midfielder Nicki Paterson had other
ideas, as he slammed home a loose ball in the 88™ minute
to give the home side a 1-0 victory at TD Place in the
Canadian capital.

There wasn’t much to write about when it came to
attacking soccer last weekend, as the one-goal affair
featured jus 11 combined shots by the two squads. Indy
Eleven didn’t go quietly, though, as midfielder Victor
Pineda nearly scored with a poke from 12 yards out that
missed the left post by mere inches.

While Indy Eleven seemed to have the better of the
chances throughout, Ottawa picked up steam as the
second half went on, eventually taking the possession
battle by the scuff of the neck and putting the Eleven on
their heels in the final 10 minutes.

The pressure nearly paid off in the 82" minute when
substitute Paulo Junior saw his blast from the edge of the
area skip just wide. But it was Paterson providing the
heroics late, as Brad Ring’s attempted clearance deep in
the area hit off an Ottawa player and fell right to the
veteran, who made no mistake with a finish into the right
side netting.

LAST TIME OUT (IN USOC) - OPEN CUP RUN

CLOSES IN DEFEAT TO LOUISVILLE: Indy Eleven
saw its Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup dreams dashed in
added extra time for the second straight year, this time at
home as USL side Louisville City FC scored twice in the
final five minutes to collect a 2-0 win in their third round
affair on Wednesday evening at “The Mike.”

After waiting out a weather delay that pushed back kickoff
an hour, the attack from both teams seemed to start late
as well, as the fouls piled up during an increasingly
physical first half.

Chances would remain few and far between until late in
the match, and Indy Eleven felt it was robbed of a chance
to win it from the spot late when Tarek Morad’s takedown
of Brian Brown in the 89" minute went uncalled. From
there it was the home side that seemed to pick things up,
but the “Boys in Blue” saw multiple quality chances go
wanting as the match progressed into the second stanza
of added extra time.

It was Louisville that would finally go in front in the 115"
minute, when Nate Polak cutback to find space at the top
of the area and sent a one-hopper skipping past a diving
Kristian Nicht and inside the right post. The visitors would
add an insurance tally four minutes later, when Sydney
Rivera finished off a flurry of chances with a rebound tally
off a shot of the post.

APPROACHES: It's no secret that Indy Eleven’s four-
game winless streak in NASL play and early exit from the
U.S. Open Cup can be attributed to a lack of goals, as the
“Boys in Blue” have scored just once in its last 474
minutes across both competitions. Here's the synopsis of
Indy Eleven’s recent meager goal-scoring exploits heading
into Saturday’s game against Tampa Bay, whose six goals
allowed is the 2™ lowest in the NASL:

NO PANIC YET: While last week’s results put Indy
Eleven at the bottom of the table, there’s no need for the
“Boys in Blue” to panic ... yet. With the five teams
immediately ahead within two points, a win Saturday could
push Indy Eleven back into the middle of the crowded
table as most team pass the “quarter-pole” of the season.

ELEVEN IN NEED OF BETTER HOME COOKIN’:
In contrast to its ability to trade blows on the road, Indy
Eleven’s struggles at home in 2014 were well documented,
but the squad’s two victories to close out its Carroll
Stadium slate against the NASL’s top two teams across
the regular season — Minnesota United FC (2-0 W on Oct.
11) and the eventual champion San Antonio Scorpions (1-
0 W on Oct. 18) left everyone with fuzzy memories
heading into year two.

When factoring in a pair of 1-1 draws against New York
and Carolina to open the 2015 slate at “The Mike” and its
recent 1-3 defeat to Minnesota, Indy Eleven is nearly .500
(2W-5D-3L) at Carroll Stadium with a -1 goal differential
(10 GF/11 GA) over its last 10 regular season home
games (2W-7D-8L all-time at home). That, of course,
does not include Wednesday’s disappointing 0-2 defeat at
the hands of the USL'’s Louisville City FC in Lamar Hunt
U.S. Open Cup play.

ROAD WARRIORS: Indy Eleven had been riding a
nearly record-length wave of good fortune on the road ...
that was until a 0-1 loss at Jacksonville on May 9 derailed
the team’s five-game away undefeated streak, just one off
the NASL’'s modern era record. Indiana’s Team couldn’t
right the ship its last time out of the Hoosier State,
dropping a close 0-1 result at Ottawa last weekend, which
dropped its career away mark 5W-5D-7L (22 GF / 28 GA).
Indy Eleven became adept at gaining results on the road
last year, with the squad going 4W-2D-3L in away affairs
during Fall Season play (including a 2-1 win over Ottawa
at TD Place on Oct. 26).

INFIMRARY UPDATE: As has been the case all
season, just when it seems Indy Eleven is getting back to
health, more injuries pop up. This week’s update focuses
on the midfield, as Dragan Stojkov has been upgraded to
PROBABLE for Saturday’s match, this after his R ankle
sprain was rehabbed enough to see the Macedonian make
the 18-man roster Wednesday night against Louisville City
FC. On the flip side, Brad Ring suffered a hamstring injury
late against Ottawa last week that forced him to rest for the
midweek Open Cup clash, but the IU product will be
QUESTIONABLE for Saturday’s tilt with Tampa Bay. The
news is not so good for fellow d-mid Sergio Pena, who
was diagnosed with Compartment Syndrome in both of his
lower legs, an ailment that will leave him out action for the
foreseeable future — although no timeline has been given
as the team awaits MRI results.

KLEBERSON GOES UNDER THE KNIFE: Brazilian
star midfielder Kleberson underwent successful surgery on
May 19 to repair a torn right Achilles tendon, an injury he
suffered in training on May 12. The 2002 World Cup
champion was close to wrapping up his first day of training
on his way back from a hamstring ailment before suffering
the non-contact injury. No timetable has been set for his
return to action.
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ROOKIES MAKE DEBUTS: It didn't take long for
rookie D/M Daniel Keller to get some action in checkers,
as the University of Louisville product, who signed on May
11, made his NASL — and professional — debut with a late
cameo last Saturday at Ottawa, entering in the 90" minute
in place of Brad Ring. Due to the above-mentioned
injuries to Ring and Pena, Keller was pressed into action
on Wednesday night against Louisville City FC, starting
and playing 95 minutes in the defensive midfield role in
front of the back four.

And Keller wasn’t the only newcomer seeing action on
Wednesday night, as forward Duke Lacroix also made his
pro debut in the Open Cup affair — ironically entering for
Keller in the 95" minute. The University of Pennsylvania
speedster signed with the “Boys in Blue” on May 21.

NICHT BACK BETWEEN THE POSTS: Kristian Nicht
returned to the starting XI last Saturday in Ottawa and was
his usual steady self, the veteran allowing just once in the
disappointing 0-1 defeat at TD Place. In fact, Nicht's
steadiness in regular season play is uncanny, as the
imposing German has allowed one goal in all five NASL
contests he’s played in, the subsequent 1.00 goals against
average placing him 3 in the league among goalkeepers
with at least 100 minutes of action.

Nicht was well on his way to a shutout on Wednesday
night against Louisville City FC in U.S. Open Cup action,
pitching a clean sheet until the 115" minute in the eventual
0-2 defeat in the third round affair.

“JRONMAN” CONTEST A TWO-MAN RACE: After
Kristian Nicht played every minute of every game last year,
perhaps the stakes were raised when it came to which
member of the “Boys in Blue” would log the most time in
2015. Not only are defenders Marco Franco and Erick
Norales the only two players to play all 630 minutes across
the team’s first seven games in 2015, but they're the only
ones to start all seven as well. An additional five players
(Mares, Rugg, Brown, Pefla & Smart) have seen some
time in every game to this point.

PENA WINS PLAY OF THE WEEK ... AND THE

INTERNET: From the “No Kidding Department” came
news on April 22 that midfielder Sergio Pena’s stunning
game-winner from distance at San Antonio on May 18 —
his first goal in 18 appearances for Indy — was the runaway
winner for the NASL Play of the Week for Week 3, his tally
garnering 64% of the fan vote. The video of the goal on
Indy Eleven’s YouTube page has more than 81,000 views
— thanks in part to outlets like ESPN FC, FOX Soccer and
Deadspin featuring the goal on the interwebs.

After his 49™ minute header last week against Minnesota,
the Honduran holding mid is the lone member of the “Boys
in Blue” with multiple goals thus far in 2015.

INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN: Indiana’s Team in
“The World’'s Game” saw a slight re-stock in regards to
international talent during the offseason, with midfield
newcomers Osman Melgares (Honduras) and Dragan
Stojkov (Macedonia) taking the international roster slots
previously held by Jermaine Johnson and Corby Moore.

One thing that hasn’t changed is Indy Eleven’s
international feel, as nearly half — 11 of 23 — of the team’s
players were either born outside the United States or carry
duel-citizenship:

EVERYTHING OLD IS NEW AGAIN: The biggest
question during Indy Eleven’s offseason was if the squad
would be able to keep the pieces of the roster it wanted
into season two, especially after the promising end to the
club’s inaugural campaign. Head Coach/Director of
Soccer Ops Juergen Sommer and President/GM Peter
Wilt went to work immediately in November and went deep
into the preseason to secure its returning core, their efforts
ending with 14 of the 23 players on the current roster
having spent at least five games with Indy last season.
The search for more new blood has yielded the addition of
rookies Daniel Keller and Duke Lacroix in recent weeks —
and you can bet your bottom dollar the search for talent
will continue into the summer months.

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RECAP VS MNU - MAY 16: Minnesota United FC
used second half goals from Justin Davis and Juliano
Vicentini to break a deadlock with Indy Eleven in the
standings and on the scoreboard in a 3-1 win last Saturday
at a sold-out Carroll Stadium.

The Loons would break through first in the 22nd minute via
a dead ball opportunity, as midfielder Kalif Alhassan sent a
screaming 28-yard free kick past Indy ‘keeper Keith
Cardona and into the upper right 90 to put the visitors up.

Minnesota carried that lead into the halftime break, but it
would not last for long as Indy Eleven capitalized on its
own set piece in the 49™ minute. Midfielder Dylan Mares
sent a well-struck corner kick to the top of the six, from
where midfielder Sergio Pefia crushed it into the back of
the net with a header to even the score 1-1.

From there, possession would go back-and-forth until
Minnesota made the most out of an opportunity in the 63"
minute. Pablo Campos’ initial effort was saved by a diving
Cardona into the left side of the box, but Davis beat his
mark to the rebound and finished into an open net to give
Minnesota the lead once again at 2-1.

More and more, Indy would build up strength into the
attacking third, but United FC would hold strong and
eventually double its advantage. The dagger came in the
83 minute when substitute forward Christian Ramirez
played a through ball past Indy defenders to Vicentini, who
slotted a low shot into the bottom right corner of goal to
bring the score to its final 3-1 finish.

RECAP AT JAX - MAY 9: Indy Eleven tasted defeat
for the first time in nine games — and eight months dating
back to last September — on May 9 in Jacksonville, as
Bochy Hoyos' header in the 49™ minute would mark the
lone goal in Armada FC’s 1-0 win at Community First Park.

The first half saw debutant goalkeeper Keith Cardona
under fire for most of the opening half hour, but he and the
Indy defense bent but didn’t break under the barrage of
dead ball opportunities created by the home side. The
attack showed signs of life in the final 10 minutes of the
stanza, but chances by Wojciech Wojcik and Victor Pineda
went for naught and the sides entered the break still at 0-0.

The start of the second half saw Jacksonville nearly score
off the whistle on a chance by defender Matt Bahner, who
would end up playing provider on the goal four minutes
later, as his whipped in cross from the right found the head
of Hoyos inside the six. The 0-1 deficit woke up the Indy
attack, as the “Boys in Blue” ended the match with an
edge in shots (17-16) when it was all said and done, but
couldn’t take advantage of them as they piled up towards
the final whistle.

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RECAP VS CAR - APRIL 25: Indy Eleven was five
minutes away from sharing the top spot, but a late goal by
Carolina RailHawks defender Blake Wagner helped the
visitors claim a point from a 1-1 draw at a rainy IUPUI
Carroll Stadium on April 25.

The sold out home crowd of 10,524 was encouraged by a
6" minute own goal off RailHawks defender Daniel Scott,
but were deflated after Wagner's late heroics cost their
Eleven two valuable points in the standings.

The home side was buzzing early, and Indy Eleven’s high
energy — and high pressure — paid off just six minutes in
with an own goal off the foot of Carolina’s Daniel Scott.
With a perfectly timed through ball over the top, Indy
forward Wojciech Wojcik found a streaking Charlie Rugg
down the right side. The LA Galaxy loanee’s cross into the
six would be deflected in by Scott, who was sliding towards
the Carolina goal as he tried to clear the ball away.

Indy Eleven’s repeated failed chances to double the lead —
most notably a trio of shots in quick succession in the 78"
minute that were either saved by Carolina netminder
Hunter Gilstrap or blocked by defenders — came back to
haunt them in the 85™ minute, when Tiyi Shipalane’s cross
from the right went to the opposite side of the area where it
found a waiting Blake Wagner. The RailHawks defender
gathered calmly and smashed a shot from 12 yards past
Kristian Nicht and inside the right post to even the match at
1-1, which is how it would end.

RECAP VS SAS - APRIL 18: Just when Indy Eleven
looked destined to claim a third straight 1-1 draw to begin
the season last Saturday at San Antonio, late substitute
midfielder Sergio Pena came to the rescue, his 45-yard
bomb in the 89" minute making the difference in a
stunning 2-1 victory at Toyota Field over the defending
NASL champion.

Indy’s backline bent on a couple of occasions in the first
half but did not break, as the squads entered the halftime
break still locked at 0-0. San Antomo took advantage of
an Indy defensive error in the 52" minute, when Cesar
Elizondo stole a poor pass 40 yards from goal, slalomed
through three Indy defenders and played Omar Cummings
into the area, where the Jamaican slotted low and to the
left of Kristian Nicht to give the home side a 1-0 lead. That
advantage would be short-lived however, as Erick Norales
nodded home Dylan Mares’ free kick at the far left post in
the 64" minute, a goal that evened things up at 1-1 and
brought considerable life back into the “Boys in Blue”.

That would set up Pena’s late heroics, as the Honduran
midfielder, who entered in the 81* minute, accepted fellow
substitute Wojciech Wojcik’s laid-off header with his chest
10 yards inside midfield. One touch and one bounce later,
Pena let rip one of his trademark long-distance shots, the
45-yard effort finding the space between the bottom of the
crossbar and the hands of back-peddling goalkeeper Jon
Kempm allowing Indy to steal the full three points and leap
into 2" place in the NASL Spring Season standings.
