MARES SLOWED BY KNEE SURGERY: Midfielder
Dylan Mares has been hot in 2015, but he’ll be cooled off
for 4-6 weeks after undergoing surgery to repair a tear in
his right meniscus (knee). The successful procedure was
performed by Dr. Greg Estes of Community Health Sports
Medicine on Friday morning.

Mares is coming off a week where he scored his team-high
third goal in last Saturday’s 1-1 draw with New York, a play
that won the NASL’s Play of the Week honor and landed
him a spot on the league’s Team of the Week. The goal
broke a three-game drought on the scorehseet to begin
the Fall Season, this after he finished the Spring on a tear
with a pair of goals and assists in a three-game stretch.
Mares is also the team leader with four assists in 2015.

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LAST TIME OUT - ELEVEN DRAW COSMOS ...

AGAIN: Indy Eleven and the New York Cosmos had no
luck in breaking their series deadlock, as last Saturday’s 1-
1 draw in front of 10,206 fans at Carroll Stadium marked
the sixth tie in as many meetings in their all-time series.

The squads would trade control of the opening half
throughout the first 45 minutes, but the breakthrough
would finally come through the Cosmos in stoppage time.
Just moments after Indy’s Brian Brown rang a shot off the
crossbhar, New York raced back down the field and saw
Walter Restrepo bury his shot between Kristian Nicht and
the right post off a nice 1-2 sequence with Raul.

Indy Eleven would not hang their heads, though, as they
raced back down the field on the ensuing kickoff. Dylan
Mares latched onto a ball from Dragan Stojkov and sent it
into the right side netting with his left boot to draw the
game level moments before the break.

The second half was “pretty tame” as Indy Eleven interim
Head Coach and Director of Soccer Operations Tim
Regan said — with the notable exception of Erick Norales
and Sebastian Guenzatti’'s simultaneous sending off in the
65" minute for an altercation at midfield. Without many
dangerous opportunities in front of net, however, the game
would go on to end in a 1-1 draw — their third such
scoreline of the season.

CAPTAIN NORALES TO SIT TWO GAMES: Upon
review by its Disciplinary Committee, the North American
Soccer League (NASL) on Wednesday assessed an
additional one-game suspension to Indy Eleven defender
Erick Norales for his actions during last Saturday’s match
against the New York Cosmos. Norales and New
York midfielder Sebastien Guenzatti both received red
cards for their roles in an on-field altercation in the 65th
minute of the game at Carroll Stadium.

Norales will be eligible to return to the field next Saturday,
August 8, against Ottawa Fury FC at Carroll Stadium.
During that time, the 30-year-old Norales will miss
Saturday’s game against Atlanta as well as the team’s
away match at FC Edmonton next Wednesday.

CENTER BACK SHUFFLE: After not seeing a player
ejected during its first 12 games of the year, last
Saturday’s red card to Erick Norales marked the second
straight game Indy Eleven was forced to play a man down.
The recipient of the first red card, defender Cory Miller, will
be ready to step back in and reclaim a spot in the middle
of the backline on Norales’ behalf when Indy plays host to
Atlanta on Saturday night.

Veteran Greg Janicki replaced Miller in the Indy first XI last
weekend, and Saturday will mark the second time the duo
will be paired together in regular season play, the first
coming back on May 30 vs. Tampa Bay (2-2 draw).
Janicki and Miller also played alongside each other for the
second half of Indy’s 0-0 friendly draw against Mexico’'s
Monarcas Morelia back on June 28.

STEINBERGER RETURNS TO CIRCLE CITY: Indy
Eleven continued to bolster its roster for the NASL Fall
Season this week by adding former Butler University
midfielder Zach Steinberger on loan from Major League
Soccer’'s Houston Dynamo. He began training with the
team early this week and will be available for selection
during Saturday’s contest against Atlanta.

The native of Long Beach, Calif., returns to the Circle City
after being selected in the first round (8" overall) of the
2015 MLS SuperDraft out of Butler University by the
Dynamo back on January 15. The 23-year-old made his
professional debut in MLS play on March 28 versus
Colorado and logged 29 minutes during three substitute
appearances for Houston in regular season play.

Steinberger also made three appearances in Lamar Hunt
U.S. Open Cup play across the last six weeks, starting
against the Austin Aztex (69 minutes) in Fourth Round
play on June 17 and the Colorado Rapids (90 mins.) on
June 30 in Round of 16 action before entering as a
substitute in the 64th minute of their Quarterfinal round
defeat (1-3 L) at Sporting Kansas City just eight days ago
on July 21.

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HOME COOKIN’ TASTING BETTER: Last season’s
tough start at “The Mike” is all but a distant memory, as
Indy Eleven has vastly improved its performances in front
of the league’s best fans. After going OW-5D-7L to begin
its tenure at IUPUI's Carroll Stadium in 2014, Indy Eleven
rallied to win its final two games at home last October, and
that momentum has trickled over into year two.

Counting those last two triumphs in 2014, Indy Eleven has
lost just once in its last nine NASL home contests [(4W-
4D-1L with a +5 goal differential (14 GF/9GA)], with a 1-3
defeat at the hands Minnesota counting as the lone league
defeat (not counting the 0-2 added extra time defeat to
USL side Louisville City FC in U.S. Open Cup play back on
May 27).

STOJKOV SEES SCORESHEET FOR FIRST

TIME: The constant hustle and energy provided by
Dragan Stojkov pays off in many ways for the “Boys in
Blue,” but up until last Saturday it had not transferred to
the scoresheet. That changed in the 1-1 draw against the
Cosmos, as the Macedonian midfielder supplied the pass
that spring Dylan Mares free for a lightning-quick equalizer
three minutes deep into stoppage time, just 80 seconds
after New York took the air out of Carroll Stadium.

Stojkov’'s helper was the team’s 11™ assist from its 19
goals scored in 14 games. However, outside of Dylan
Mares (4), no member of the “Boys in Blue” have tallied
multiple assists this season.

RICHARDS MAKES DEBUTS ... Indy Eleven made
some noise on the roster front on July 10 when it added
Jamaican international midfielder Dane Richards on loan
from MLS’ New York Red Bulls. Richards made his debut
in a central midfield role during a 68-minute stint at Ottawa
on July 19, but moved up top alongside fellow countryman
Brian Brown in his home debut, putting in an energetic 72-
minute shift again as a member of the starting XI.

The 31-year-old veteran has 24 goals and 26 assists
under his belt in MLS play from his stints with NYRB
(2007-12, 2015) and Vancouver (2012), and he places 2
on the Red Bulls’ career lists in minutes (11,598), games
played (159) and starts (133). Richards hopped overseas
from 2013-14, initially signing with English Championship
side Burnley for a short stint before joining Norwegian club
FK Bodg/Glimt for most of those seasons.

Richards also brings vast international experience to the
Circle City, scoring 10 goals in 45 senior appearances for
the Jamaican Men’s National Team. Richards holds a U.S.
Green Card and therefore does not count against the
team’s seven international player slots on the roster,

MARES MAKES TEAM OF THE WEEK: Dylan
Mares became just the second member of Indy Eleven to
make multiple NASL Team of the Week appearances on
Wednesday, when the midfielder was named to the Fall
Week 4 squad. Defender Erick Norales still leads the way
not just on his team, but across the NASL with six nods in
2015, while seven other players have been named on a
single occasion across the team’s first 14 games ...

REGAN REGIME ROLLS ON: Since taking control of
the Indy Eleven sideline, interim head coach and director
of soccer operations Tim Regan has guided the “Boys in
Blue” to a 3W-2D-1L record, this after a sluggish 1W-4D-
3L start to the team’s 2015 NASL campaign and an early
exit in Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup play.

In an effort to shake Indy Eleven from a slow start to the
2015 season, Indy Eleven President/GM Peter Wilt made
changes to his technical staff on June 2, relieving Sommer
of his Head Coach and Director of Soccer Operations
duties and naming former assistant Regan as the interim
man in charge of both roles. In addition, Wilt removed
assistant coach Paul Telfer and announced midfielder
Kleberson would serve as assistant under Regan while
rehabbing from an Achilles injury.

Regan brings impressive credentials on the field and the
sidelines into his new dual role, the Orland Hills, Ill.-native
enjoying a decorated career at Bradley University before
being selected in the 2nd round of the 2003 MLS
SuperDraft by the MetroStars, which at the time was under
the direction of future United States and Egyptian National
Team coach Bob Bradley — the first coach hired by Wilt
during his tenure with MLS’ Chicago Fire. Regan
appeared in 81 regular season games in North America’s
top flight with MetroStars (2003-05), Chivas USA (2006),
NY Red Bulls (2007) and Toronto FC (2008).

Regan’s primary role with Toronto FC in 2008 was as the
team’s Chief Scout, a role he kept until 2011. Regan also
worked with U.S. Soccer as an assistant coach for the
U.S. Under-17, U-18 & U-20 National Teams and a
Technical Advisor with the Federation in 2011. Prior to
joining Indy Eleven as the team’s first assistant coach on
Nov. 11, 2013, Regan’s most recent role was with St.
Louis Scott Gallagher, where he served as the famed
youth club’s Development Academy Director, with duties
including coaching the U.S. Soccer Development
Academy program’s U-17/18 squad.

GETTING OFFENSIVE: Indy Eleven might not have
won its last 7 contests, but it has tallied at least once in all
of them, that trend continuing with last Saturday’s 1-1 draw
with New York. Across those seven games, Indy has
scored 13 goals, this after the “Boys in Blue” tallied just 6
times goals in their opening 7 games of the 2015 season.
Indy Eleven has tallied multiple goals five of the last seven
times out, a feat it accomplished just once across its first 7
matches (4/18 @ SAS, 2-1 W).

SHARING THE SCORING LOAD: Indy's recent
scoring barrage has been coming from multiple sources,
with nine different “Boys in Blue” hitting the back of the net
during the team’s last seven games. Dylan Mares was
able to separate himself from the pack last Saturday to
take sole possession of the team’s scoring lead with his
third tally of the season, breaking the logjam he shared
alongside Wojciech Wojcik, Victor Pineda, Brian Brown,
Erick Norales, Sergio Pena & Don Smart, all who sit on
two goals and will have a chance to surpass Mares with
him forced to miss 4-6 weeks of action. Judson McKinney
became the 10™ different player to hit the back of the net
when he scored at Ottawa on July 19, the group combining
for 19 goals overall (including an own goal vs. Carolina on
4/25).

FRANCO STARTS ANOTHER “IRONMAN” RUN:
23-year-old right back Marco Franco was the only member
of Indy Eleven to play every single minute of league play
this season — that was until he suffered a knock in the
second half of the team’s July 19 match at Ottawa, leaving
in the 77" minute (spelled by Judson McKinney).
However, Franco was back in the line-up last Saturday
against New York and went the full 90 minutes and
remains the only “Boy in Blue” to start the team’s first 14
NASL games.

Franco, Charlie Rugg, Brian Brown and Dylan Mares have
all appeared in every regular season game in 2015, but
the latter will drop from that group after undergoing surgery
on Friday. Franco’s “lronman” streak actually dates back
to last September, as the ex-Chicago Fire man has started
each of Indy’s last 20 contests, including U.S. Open Cup

play.

McKINNEY MAKES HIS MARK: While many
expected to see Dane Richards see his first minutes in
checkers in Ottawa on July 19, a less expected debut
came from Judson McKinney — and it will be one the
defender will certainly remember. After coming on in place
stalwart right back Marco Franco in the 77" minute,
McKinney would mark his first NASL minutes, scoring on a
header two minutes deep into stoppage time to salvage
something from an otherwise disappointing second half.

ROAD WARRIORS: Despite its July 19" setback at
Ottawa, Indy Eleven has represented quite well on the
road during its brief history. Prior to its May 9 loss at
Jacksonville, Indy was actually on the cusp of a record-
setting performance, that 0-1 loss derailing the team’s five-
game away undefeated streak — just one off the NASL’s
modern era record.

The loss at Fury FC brought Indy Eleven’s all-time away
mark to 6W-6D-8L (27 GF / 34 GA). Indy Eleven became
adept at gaining results on the road following its slow start
last year, as Indiana’s Team is actually at the .500 mark
away from Carroll Stadium in the 16 road games played
since the start of the 2014 Fall Season (6W-4D-6L).

BETTER LATE THAN NEVER: When you’re watching
an Indy Eleven game, here’s a piece of advice — DON'T
LEAVE EARLY! Nine of Indy Eleven’s 18 points this
season have been earned by goals coming in the 85"
minute or later. Six of those points came during Indy’s
recent five—%ame undefeated streak, starting with Kyle
Hyland’s 98" minute goal that brought the Tampa Bay
game on May 30 to a 2-2 draw, while Victor Pineda’s 93"
minute goal on June 6 lifted Indy to a 2-1 win at Fort
Lauderdale. Here’s the rundown of the late game tallies
that have earned — and cost — the “Boys in Blue” points:

MELGARES LOAN ENDS EARLY: Indy Eleven
announced on July 15 that the club and midfielder Osman
Melgares mutually agreed to end their loan agreement,
sending the 28-year-old back to Honduran First Division
side Real Sociedad. Melgares, who occupied an
international roster spot, started 4 of 6 league
appearances with Indy (317 min) and went the distance in
the squad’s U.S. Open Cup clash vs. Louisville in May.
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INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN: |Indiana’s Team in
“The World’'s Game” saw a slight re-stock in regards to
international talent during the offseason, with midfield
newcomers Osman Melgares (Honduras) and Dragan
Stojkov (Macedonia) taking the international roster slots
previously held by Jermaine Johnson and Corby Moore.

One thing that hasn’t changed is Indy Eleven’s
international feel, as now close to half — 11 of 24 — of the
team’s players following the addition of midfielder Dane
Richards and dropping of Osman Melgares were either
born outside the United States or carry duel-citizenship:

EVERYTHING OLD IS NEW AGAIN: The biggest
question during Indy Eleven’s offseason was if the squad
would be able to keep the pieces of the roster it wanted
into season two, especially after the promising end to the
club’s inaugural campaign. The team’s technical staff
went to work immediately in November and went deep into
the preseason to secure its returning core, their efforts
ending with 14 of the 24 players on the current roster
having spent at least five games with Indy last season.

The search for more new blood has yielded the addition of
rookies Daniel Keller and Duke Lacroix in May and Dane
Richards and Zach Steinberger in recent weeks ... with the
promise of more reinforcements on the way.

RECAP @ OTT - JULY 19: Ottawa Fury FC took
advantage of several opportunities afforded to them by
Indy Eleven in their latest “NASL Class of 2014” clash,
capitalizing on three set pieces en route to a 4-2 victory at
TD Place.

Fouls committed around the Indy Eleven penalty area
would kill the visitors on the day, the first instance coming
in the 13™ minute when Sinisa Ubiparipovic’s free kick to
the far post was nodded home by Rafael Alves to put
Ottawa on top early. A 25-yard blast by Eleven midfielder
Don Smart would even things up in the 33" minute, but
Ottawa captain Richie Ryan would break the deadlock just
two minutes later, converting on a free kick from 22 yards.

Tom Heinemann’s counter-attack strike in the 56" minute
would make life difficult for Indy Eleven, while Ryan’s
second free kick strike of the day — this time from 25 yards
out — in the 65" would all but bury Indiana’s Team, putting
them down 4-1. Indy’s frustrations continued down the
stretch when defender Cory Miller saw his second yellow
card in the 89" minute and Victor Pineda saw his PK
attempt saved by Romulad Peiser two minutes later.
However, a silver lining came in the 92" minute when
Judson McKinney scored his first goal in checkers during
his Indy Eleven debut in league play.

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RECAP vs. CAR - JULY 11: Indy Eleven pushed its
undefeated streak to five games last Saturday via a 2-1
comeback win over the Carolina RailHawks, using goals
just minutes apart by Wojciech Wojcik and Erick Norales
early in the second half to overcome Austin Da Luz’s tally
towards the end of the first half.

Indy Eleven would force the issue by creating a handful of
dangerous chances within the game’s opening quarter-
hour, but Indy’s finishing touch could not be found. Key
injuries to midfielders on both sides — Indy’s Brad Ring and
Carolina’s Tiyi Shipalane — saw both removed in the 23"

minute and changed the dynamic of the match, with
Carolina seeing more of the ball as the opening half
progressed. It would be Shipalane’s replacement, Da Luz,
moving the scoreboard first with a splendid leaping header
off of Nazmi Albadawi's free kick, the 42" minute tally
giving the visitors a 1-0 advantage going into the break.

But Indy Eleven would storm out of the gates again in the
second half, and this time it wouldn’t take long for the
home S|de to hit paydirt. It was Wojcik tying things up in
the 54" minute, notching his second goal in as many
weeks by heading home Kyle Hyland’s looping cross to the
far r|ght post. Then defender Erick Norales took his turn in
the 56" minute, slipping past his mark on a dead ball
opportunity swung in by Victor Pineda and finishing on the
short-hop from the top of the six to put Indy up 2-1.
Several squandered chances to boost the lead by the
“Boys in Blue” would cause some nervy moments down
the stretch, but Indy would hold on for the full three points.
