HISTORY vs. TAMPA BAY: With a win and a draw 

over Tampa Bay in two meetings at Carroll Stadium earlier 
this season, Indy Eleven has squared its all-time series 
against the Rowdies at an even 1W-3D-1L heading into 
their season finale Wednesday night at Al Lang Stadium.   
 
Coincidentally, both meetings this season have marked 
the end of a coaching regime. Juergen Sommer made his 
final appearance on the Indy Eleven sideline during a 2-2 
draw on May 30, followed by Thomas Rongen’s dismissal 
after suffering a 0-2 defeat at Indy on Aug. 19 – also a 
Wednesday night affair. The comeback draw in May might 
have actually marked the beginning of the end for 
Rongen’s tenure in Tampa, the two late standings points 
lost eventually costing Tampa Bay the NASL Spring 
Season title and sending the Rowdies into a tailspin to 
start the Fall Season.

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LAST TIME OUT – EDDIES OUTLAST INDY AT 

“THE MIKE”: Second half tallies by Daryl Fordyce and 

Sainey Nyassi would snap Indy Eleven’s lengthy home 
shutout streak and propel FC Edmonton to a 2-0 win in 
front of 9,840 fans at Carroll Stadium on Sept. 19. 
 
After Indy Eleven forward Dane Richards raced out of the 
gates with a shot that he pulled wide left 35 seconds in, 
the chances would dry up for both sides over the next half 
hour. The Eddies were unfortunate not to go up in the 32

nd
 

minute when Dustin Corea had trouble adjusting to a pass 
from Pablo Cruz in front of an open net, giving Kristian 
Nicht just enough time to recover and paw a weak shot 
away for a corner kick. 
 
One minute after Wojciech Wojcik headed just high for 
Indy, Fordyce accepted midfielder Lance Laing’s cross 
from the left flank with one touch at the top of the six 
before going five-hole on Nicht to give the Eddies the 1-0 
advantage.  The goal marked the first tally conceded by 
the “Boys in Blue” at Carroll Stadium in 259 minutes. 
 
Edmonton absorbed pressure and held onto its slim 
advantage effectively from there on out, limiting Indy’s 
best looks for the rest of the match to a pair of half 
chances off of corner kicks. 
 
The Eddies would double their advantage in the 85

th
 

minute when Ritchie Jones nudged a square ball to the 
top of the arc for fellow substitute Sainey Nyassi, who 
finished hard and low past a stranded Nicht to put the 
score at its final 2-0 margin.

INJURIES ADD UP QUICKLY: Indy Eleven had 

nearly its entire roster available heading into its last match 
against FC Edmonton, with only Charlie Rugg being listed 
due to a sports hernia injury. But the team’s injury fate has 
taken a 180 leading into its Florida swing this week … 
 
CUEVAS DONE FOR 2015: After making his debut with a 
56-minute stint against Edmonton at Carroll Stadium on 
Sept. 19 – just nine days after his official signing with Indy 
Eleven – midfielder Daniel Cuevas suffering a fractured leg 
in training on Monday that will end his 2015 season early.  
Cuevas stepped in the last game for a hobbled Victor 
Pineda, who is back off the injury list and available for both 
games this week. 
 
RING GETS BOOT FOR FOOT: Midfielder Brad Ring will 
be out indefinitely after suffering a stress fracture in his left 
foot during the Sept. 19

th
 match against FCE.  No 

timetable has been given for his return, but the 28-year-old 
will be ruled out at least for both games in Florida this 
week.  Ring had dealt with injuries to his other foot 
throughout the last year, missing four games in August 
due to a right heel bruise and suffering a broken right foot 
after being tackled from behind during a game in San 
Antonio last August. 
 
NICHT A NO-GO: Another victim from that game versus 
Edmonton was goalkeeper Kristian Nicht, who suffered a 
sprained left ankle in the match and has also been left 
behind in Indiana to recuperate. Keith Cardona, who has 
started six matches this season – including a three-game 
stretch leading up to that Edmonton affair – is expected to 
get the starts this week at Tampa Bay and Jacksonville, 
with second-year man Jon Dawson serving as the backup. 
 

CARDONA COMES BACK IN: The afore-mentioned 

Cardona enters Indy Eleven’s road trip to Florida this week 
with a 1W-0D-5L record, but a steady 1.50 goals against 
average across his six starts this season.  That 1.50 GAA 
puts him in the middle of the pack of NASL netminders 
with as many starts in 2015 (10

th
 out of 18). 

 
After starting in three of Indy Eleven’s first 20 games in 
relief of Kristian Nicht, Cardona earned a three-game run 
between the posts earlier this month, during which he 
recorded a 1W-0D-2L record and a 1.00 GAA: 
 

 Sept. 2 @ MNU: 1 GA, 4 saves (0-1 L) 

 Sept. 5 vs. JAX: 0 GA, 3 saves (3-0 W) 

 Sept. 12 @ SAS: 2 GA, 4 saves (0-2 L) 
 

The Sept. 5 win over Jacksonville marked his first 
professional win and shutout, while the four saves at 
Minnesota & San Antonio marked a career best for the 22-
year-old New Jersey native. Cardona made his 
professional debut in the Sunshine State back on May 9 
when he suffered the loss in a 0-1 defeat at Jacksonville.

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GETTING OFFENSIVE:  The Indy Eleven attack had 

been respectable across the first four months of the 
season, but the scoring well has gone dry since then …  
 
April – July: 19 goals in 14 games = 1.36 goals/gm 
Aug. – Sept.: 8 goals in 10 games – 0/80 goals/gm 
 
September has been particularly rough, as Indy Eleven 
has been shutout in three of its four games – at 9/02 @ 
MNU (0-1 L), 9/12 @ SAS (0-2 L) and 9/19 v. FCE (0-2 L) 
– scoring only in its 3-0 win over Jacksonville on 9/05. 
 
Indy Eleven’s 27 goals scored during the Combined 
Season are tied with Jacksonville for 10

th
 and last place in 

the league in the category.  
 

SHARING THE SCORING LOAD: While Indy Eleven 

has had trouble scoring, the goals it has tallied have been 
distributed quite evenly.  Zach Steinberger and Marvin 
Ceballos became the 12

th
 and 13

th
 players, respectively, to 

score in checkers with their tallies on Sept. 5 vs. 
Jacksonville.   
 
The even spread has resulted in Dane Richards, Dylan 
Mares and Erick Norales leading the squad with three 
tallies each, placing one goal ahead of seven others on 
their heels – Wojciech Wojcik, Victor Pineda, Brian Brown, 
Sergio Pena, Don Smart, Duke Lacroix and Zach 
Steinberger. Defenders Kyle Hyland and Judson McKinney 
and newcomer Marvin Ceballos round out the group of 
goal-scorers on Indy with one each. 
 

THE WITCHING HALF-HOUR: Another unfortunate 

trend for Indy Eleven has popped up its last two times out, 
- allowing a goal in the game’s final half hour.  Sainey 
Nyassi’s 85

th
 minute insurance tally on Sept. 19 helped FC 

Edmonton secure its 2-0 win at Carroll Stadium and 
marked the 19

th
 goal allowed by Indy after the hour mark in 

its 24 games: 
 
First 60 minutes: -3 (17 GF / 20 GA) 
Last 30 minutes: -9 GD (10 GF / 19 GA) 
 
Even though the bulk of those goals allowed have come in 
the Fall Season – 14 of the 20 – most of those have been 
of the insurance variety: 
 
60’-90+’ goals allowed:  
Spring Season: 6 GA (5 games) = -6 standings points 
Fall Season: 14 GA (9 games) = -5 standings points 
 
60’-90+’ goals for: 
Spring Season: 6 GF (5 games) = +7 standings points

THE FIRST CUT IS THE DEEPEST:  

Throughout the 2015 combined season, Indy Eleven has 
allowed the first goal 16 times in 24 games (67%).  The 
uphill climbs have been more frequent in the Fall Season, 
when the “Boys in Blue” have conceded first in 11 of 14 
games (79%). All 11 of Indy’s losses have come after 
conceding first, with the squad compiling a 3W-2D-11L 
record in those 16 contests.  

 

DOWN THE STRETCH THEY COME: It’s now or 

never for Indy Eleven if it wants to stay alive in the chase 
for The Championship. While fourth place FC Edmonton 
sits 9 points clear of the “Boys in Blue”, a six-point week in 
Florida would keep Indy within arm’s reach of the final 
spot, while a win and a draw would keep Indy at least 
within shouting distance. Despite sitting at the foot of the 
table, Indy Eleven could end up tied for 6

th
 place with a 

pair of wins at Tampa Bay and Jacksonville and some help 
from across the league this weekend. 

 
 

ROAD WOES CREEP BACK: After going a 

respectable 2W-1D-2L on the road with an even goal 
differential during the Spring Season, the grueling NASL 
road trips have started to take their toll on Indy Eleven, 
which has gone winless in seven away affairs to start the 
Fall Season. Prior to its May 9 loss at Jacksonville, Indy 
was actually on the cusp of a record-setting performance 
on the road, that 0-1 defeat derailing the team’s five-game 
away undefeated streak – which was just one off the 
NASL’s modern era record. Indy Eleven will knock off two 
of its three remaining away games this week in Florida.

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HOME SWEET(ER) HOME: After going winless in its 

first 12 home games at Carroll Stadium in 2014, Indy 
Eleven has since gone 6W-4D-4L in its last 14 outings at 
“The Mike” – starting with last year’s two wins to close out 
the home slate. After its 0-2 defeat to FC Edmonton on 
Sept. 19, Indy Eleven has split its 12 home games in 2015 
right down the middle at 4W-4D-3L (17 GF / 16 GA).  
 
Two of Indy Eleven’s three shutouts on the season have 
been recorded in the last three times out at Carroll 
Stadium in wins over Jacksonville (Sept. 5) and Tampa 
Bay (Aug. 19), which contributed to the recently-ended 
259-minute home shutout streak snapped by FC 
Edmonton the last time out. 
 
Indy Eleven will start its only three-game homestand of 
2015 that will close out its Carroll Stadium slate next 
Saturday, Oct. 10 vs. San Antonio.

INDY DEFENDERS SEEING RED: Indy Eleven 

interim head coach Tim Regan has been able to start his 
first-choice back four of Kyle Hyland, Erick Norales, Cory 
Miller & Marco Franco just seven times in 14 contests 
during the Fall Season due to injury, illness and 
suspensions. Indy Eleven saw a defender ejected for the 
fourth time in eight matches on Aug. 29, when the regular 
right back Franco was shown a straight red in the 50

th
 

minute – following up on center back Erick Norales’ similar 
straight red in the exact same minute the match prior at 
Atlanta on Aug. 22.   
 
After going 12 games to start the season without seeing a 
player sent off, the troubling trend for Indy Eleven began 
with Cory Miller’s ejection late at Ottawa on July 19 (two 
cautions) and continued the next game on July 25 with 
Norales’ on-field incident with New York’s Sebastian 
Guenzatti earning the Honduran international an extra 
one-game suspension from the league office.  
 

RICHARDS’ SCORING STREAK ENDS AT 

THREE:  Dane Richards found his scoring touch in late 

August, when the Jamaican veteran became just the 
second player in club history to score in three consecutive 
games.  The 31-year-old  capped his streak when he 
finished from 20 yards out in the 16

th
 minute of Indy’s 1-7 

loss at Fort Lauderdale on Aug. 29, joining a similar run 
from Kleberson during the team’s inaugural season last 
July/August.  Richards also scored Indy’s lone tally – a 6

th
 

minute penalty kick – during its 1-1 draw at Atlanta on Aug. 
22, three days after he notched his first goal in checkers 
against Tampa Bay, the GWG in a 2-0 home victory 
 
 
 

 

BRACE YOURSELF: Zach Steinberger made a good 

first impression in his first start as a forward alongside 
Dane Richards on Sept. 5, opening his scoring account in 
checkers with a brace in the 3-0 win over Jacksonville. 
Steinberger has made an appearance in eight of the 10 
contests he’s been available for since joining on loan from 
the Houston Dynamo in late July, including seven starting 
nods, the first five as an attacking midfielder. 
 
Steinberger joined a shortlist of Indy Eleven players with a 
brace, marking just the fourth such effort in the team’s now 
50 regular season contests – and second in 2015:

Kleberson: 8/02/14 vs. ATL (2-4 L) 
Victor Pineda: 6/06/15 @ FTL (2-1 W)

PENALTY PHASE CATCHES UP WITH INDY: 

Dane Richards’ 6
th
 minute conversion from the penalty 

spot on Aug. 22 vs. Atlanta marked Indy Eleven’s third 
goal from the spot in 2015 in four tries across 19 games. 
On the flip side, Indy hadn’t conceded a spot kick for the 
the season, breaking its 15-game streak on Aug. 5 in 
Edmonton when Tomi Amoebi beat Keith Cardona for the 
Eddies’ insurance goal in a 2-0 FCE win.  
 
After conceding PK’s on Aug. 29 at Fort Lauderdale (7’ to 
PC) and Sept. 12 at San Antonio (45+, Castillo), Indy 
Eleven has now seen three PK calls go against it in its last 
nine games,  proving that the law of averages indeed 
exists in the beautiful game. Indy Eleven had some 
beginner’s luck in this category in 2014, when it attempted 
eight PKs (7 goals), twice as many as its opposition 
(converted 3 of 4 attempts). 
 

INDY ADDS CUEVAS: After training with the “Boys in 

Blue” since July, Indy Eleven was finally able to officially 
add midfielder Daniel Cuevas to its roster on Sept. 10.  
The 22-year-old former U.S. Under-20 Men’s National 
Team standout made his debut with a 56-minute starting 
stint on Sept. 19 vs. FC Edmonton, but a fractured leg in 
practice on Monday ended his 2015 season prematurely. 
 
The native of Sacramento, Calif., most recently suited up 
for Mexican second division (Ascenso MX) side Lobos 
BUAP, where he played for two seasons from 2013-14 
while on loan from Liga MX powerhouse Santos Laguna. 
Cuevas first got on the radar of the American soccer public 
in February 2013, when he scored twice in three 
appearances for the U.S. U-20’s during the CONCACAF 
qualifying tournament to secure the USA’s spot in that 
June’s FIFA U-20 World Cup in Turkey.  Cuevas would 
appear off the bench in all three group stage matches 
during that tournament – alongside new Indy Eleven 
teammate Victor Pineda – and scored the equalizer in a 1-
1 draw with eventual tournament champion France.

REGAN REGIME ROLLS ON: Since taking control of 

the Indy Eleven sideline, interim head coach and director 
of soccer operations Tim Regan has steered the “Boys in 
Blue” to a 5W-3D-8L record, this after a sluggish 1W-4D-
3L start to the team’s 2015 NASL campaign and an early 
exit in Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup play.  

 
Indy Eleven President/GM Peter Wilt shook up his 
technical staff on June 2, relieving Juergen Sommer of his 
Head Coach and Director of Soccer Operations duties, 
removing assistant coach Paul Telfer from his role and 
giving Kleberson assistant coach duties while the 
midfielder rehabbed from an Achilles injury. 
 
Regan enjoyed a decorated career at Bradley University 
before being selected in the 2nd round of the 2003 MLS 
SuperDraft by the MetroStars, led by future U.S. and 
Egyptian National Team coach Bob Bradley – the first 
coach hired by Wilt with MLS’ Chicago Fire.  Regan 
appeared in 81 regular season games in North America’s 
top flight with MetroStars (2003-05), Chivas USA (2006), 
NY Red Bulls (2007) and Toronto FC (2008).  
 
Regan’s primary role with Toronto FC in 2008 was as the 
team’s Chief Scout, a role he kept until 2011. Regan also 
worked with U.S. Soccer as an assistant coach for the 
U.S. Under-17, U-18 & U-20 National Teams and a 
Technical Advisor in 2011. Prior to joining Indy Eleven on 
Nov. 11, 2013, Regan’s most recent role was with St. 
Louis Scott Gallagher, where he served as the club’s 
Development Academy Director, with duties including 
coaching the U.S. Soccer Development Academy 
program’s U-17/18 squad. 

 

INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN: Indiana’s Team in 

“The World’s Game” saw a slight re-stock in regards to 
international talent during the offseason, with midfield 
newcomers Osman Melgares (Honduras) and Dragan 
Stojkov (Macedonia) taking the international roster slots 
previously held by Jermaine Johnson and Corby Moore.   
 
One thing that hasn’t changed is Indy Eleven’s 
international feel, as now close to half – 12 of 26 – of the 
team’s players following the recent additions of midfielders 
Dane Richards and Marvin Ceballos were either born 
outside the United States or carry duel-citizenship:

EVERYTHING OLD IS NEW AGAIN: The biggest 

question during Indy Eleven’s offseason was if the squad 
would be able to keep the pieces of the roster it wanted 
into season two, especially after the promising end to the 
club’s inaugural campaign.  The team’s technical staff 
went to work immediately in November and went deep into 
the preseason to secure its returning core, their efforts 
ending with 14 of the 21 players on the opening day roster 
having spent at least five games with Indy last season.   
 
But the search for new blood has ramped up since the 
season began, yielding rookies Daniel Keller and Duke 
Lacroix in May, Dane Richards and Zach Steinberger in 
July, Marvin Ceballos in August and Daniel Cuevas earlier 
this month.
