HISTORY vs. MINNESOTA: The “Boys in Blue” will 

welcome Minnesota United FC to “The Mike” for the 
second time in 2015 on Saturday night, and while the 
“Loons” have already clinched a spot in The 
Championship, they still have plenty to play for with both 
the Fall Season and Combined Season titles on the line 
across the final three weeks of play. 
 
Indy Eleven has struggled against Minnesota going 1W-
0D-4L all-time, but that one win was indeed memorable – 
a 2-0 triumph almost a year ago this week last Oct. 11

th
 

counting as Indy’s first home win in NASL play, snapping a 
12-game winless streak to start its tenure in the league.  
Both meetings this season have resulted in losses for the 
“Boys in Blue,” a 1-3 defeat in the Circle City on May 16 
and a narrow 0-1 setback the last time they faced each 
other on Sept. 2 at NSC Stadium.

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LAST TIME OUT – SCORPIONS STRIKE LATE 

FOR 2-1 WIN: San Antonio Scorpions midfielder Marvin 

Chavez created a pair of goals to lift the visitors to a 2-1 
win over Indy Eleven in front of 10,090 fans at Carroll 
Stadium. Completing a quickly developing play, Scorpions 
striker Kris Tyrpak posted his second goal in as many 
games in the 79

th
 minute to quickly change the momentum 

of the match and bury Indy just 10 minutes after the “Boys 
in Blue” had equalized. The beneficiary of Chavez’s 
second assist of the night, Tyrpak fired low and snuck the 
shot under Indy Eleven goalkeeper Keith Cardona and 
inside the right post for the decisive goal. 
 
With his team-high fourth goal of the season, Indy Eleven 
midfielder Dylan Mares was the beneficiary of an excellent 
team play, posting the equalizing in the 69

th
 minute. Wide 

open, Mares received a pass from Marvin Ceballos, who 
scrapped with four Scorpions inside the six-yard box, 
before settling and firing the equalizer into an open net. 
 
The Indy Eleven goal neutralized San Antonio’s first 
counterattack goal in the 19

th
 minute by Giuseppe Gentile, 

capitalizing on a few touches to move from the Eleven’s 
18-yard box into the back of Cardona’s net..  
 
Indy Eleven would be beset by injuries during a rough 
match, seeing Dane Richards leave early in the first half 
and Dragan Stojkov do the same in the second half after 
grinding out an extra half hour following a slight shoulder 
separation.

INJURIES MOUNTING DOWN THE STRETCH: 

Indy Eleven’s Oct. 3
rd

 game at Jacksonville was rough on 
the injury front, but it was trumped the last time out last 
Saturday against San Antonio.  During the match, the 
“Boys in Blue” saw Dane Richards (L ankle sprain) and 
Dragan Stojkov (L shoulder subluxation) removed from the 
game in the 14

th
 and 63

rd
 minutes, respectively, after being 

injured by physical challenges by the Scorpions. Midfielder 
Victor Pineda would grind through to the end, but a 
reaggravation of a hairline fracture in a rib had him banged 
up as well.  While Richards’ injury will rule him out of 
action for the remaining of the 2015 season, Stojkov and 
Pineda might still be able to return to the pitch before the 
end of the campaign. Defender Kyle Hyland saw his 
season end a week prior at Jacksonville after suffering an 
adductor injury in the 1-1 draw. 
 
Defender Marco Franco, who was also injured in that road 
tie at Jacksonville (right 1

st
 toe), is set to return after sitting 

out last Saturday against San Antonio. In addition, 
midfielder Brad Ring has been upgraded to probable from 
a left foot stress fracture that has sidelined him for the past 
three matches.  
 

CUEVAS DONE FOR 2015: Also on the injury front 

after making his debut with a 56-minute stint against 
Edmonton at Carroll Stadium on Sept. 19 – just nine days 
after his official signing with Indy Eleven – midfielder 
Daniel Cuevas suffering a fractured leg in training on Sep. 
28 that ended his 2015 season early.  Cuevas, who 
underwent successful surgery last Wednesday, had 
stepped into that Edmonton game for a hobbled Victor 
Pineda, who is off the injury list. 

 

CARDONA COMMANDING THE POSTS: With 

Kristian Nicht suffering from an ankle sprain in recent 
weeks, Keith Cardona stepped back between the posts for 
Indy Eleven’s last three contests. After those results, 
Cardona now owns a 1W-2D-6L record and a 1.44 goals 
against average that puts him squarely in the middle of the 
pack of NASL netminders with at least 500 minutes played 
in 2015 (10

th
 out of 19). 

 
Cardona has made six appearances in as many weeks, 
during which he recorded a 1W-2D-3L record, notched a 
1.17 GAA and equaled his career-high of 4 saves four 
times: 

 Sept. 2 @ MNU: 1 GA, 4 saves (0-1 L) 

 Sept. 5 vs. JAX: 0 GA, 3 saves (3-0 W) 

 Sept. 12 @ SAS: 2 GA, 4 saves (0-2 L)

 Oct. 3 @ JAX: 1 GA, 4 saves (1-1 D) 

 Oct. 10 v SAS: 2 GA, 2 saves (1-2 L) 
 

The Sept. 5 win over Jacksonville marked the first 
professional win and shutout for the 22-year-old New 
Jersey native.

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CHASE FOR THE CHAMPIONSHIP: The math is 

next to impossible for Indy Eleven to claim the fourth and 
final spot in The Championship alongside Ottawa, 
Minnesota and New York … but the possibility does still 
remain. Rather than list the myriad results that need to 
occur, the “Cliffs Notes” version is simple – Indy Eleven 
has to win out and look to tie any number of squads that 
can land on 36 points AND enjoy the goal differential 
tiebreaker against said squad(s). 
 
Here’s the Week 16 schedule that Indy Eleven fans will be 
following closely to see if their “Boys in Blue” can survive 
the long road to the postseason this weekend (home team

THE FIRST CUT IS THE DEEPEST:  

Throughout the 2015 combined season, Indy Eleven has 
allowed the first goal 19 times in 27 games (70%). The 
uphill climbs have been more frequent in the Fall Season, 
when the “Boys in Blue” have conceded first in 13 of 17 
games (76%), including 7 out of the last 8 matches. While 
Indy Eleven fought back and equalized in each of the last 
three games, it has only been able to scratch out a pair of 
points from 1-1 draws at Tampa Bay and Jacksonville 
before falling last weekend 1-2 to San Antonio. All 12 of 
Indy’s losses have come after conceding first: 
 
Record when scoring first: 3W-5D-0L (2-2-0 in Fall) 
Record when conceding first: 3W-4D-12L (1-3-9 in Fall) 

 

RECORD REPEATS ITSELF:  How’s this for 

consistency – through its first 27 games, Indy Eleven has 
compiled a 6W-9D-12L record – the exact same mark it 
registered during its 2014 inaugural season. 

 

GETTING OFFENSIVE:  The Indy Eleven attack had 

been respectable across the first four months of the 
season, but the scoring well has dried up a bit since … 
 
April – July: 19 goals in 14 games = 1.36 goals/gm 
Aug. – Oct.: 11 goals in 13 games = 0.85 goals/gm 
 
The “Boys in Blue” have been putting pressure on its 
defense across most of the Fall Season, having scored 
multiple goals just twice in its last 14 games. Indy Eleven’s 
30 goals scored during the Combined Season places it tie 
for 9

th
 place alongside Atlanta, two tallies in front of last-

place Jacksonville’s 28.  
 

MARES GOES SOLO ATOP THE CHART: While 

Indy Eleven has had some troubles scoring in 2015, the 
goals it has tallied have been distributed quite evenly. With 
his return to the scoresheet last Saturday against San 
Antonio, midfielder Dylan Mares moved past the troika of 
Brian Brown, Dane Richards and Erick Norales atop the 
team’s scoring chart on four goals. The goal for Mares was 
his first since July 25 against New York, which came just 
days before he went under the knife to repair a torn 
meniscus in his right knee.  
 
Another six other players – Wojciech Wojcik, Victor 
Pineda, Sergio Peña, Don Smart, Duke Lacroix and Zach 
Steinberger – have registered two goals on the season. 
Defender Jaime Frias was the 14

th
 player to add his name 

to Indy’s scoresheet with his traffic-busting blast that 
brought Indy Eleven’s Sept. 30 game at Tampa Bay to 
another 1-1 draw. Indy Eleven’s 14 goal-scorers are the 
most for an NASL team in 2015. 

 

THE WITCHING HALF-HOUR: The oft-occurring 

theme of allowing late game goals bit Indy Eleven once 
again last weekend, as Dylan Mares’ 69

th
 minute equalizer 

was overruled by Kris Tyrpak’s 79
th
 minute game-winner in 

a 1-2 defeat to San Antonio. Tyrpak’s tally was the 21
st
 

allowed by Indy after the hour mark in its 27 games – just 
one less than the amount it has allowed in the first hour 
combined: 
 
First 60 minutes: -5 (17 GF / 22 GA) 
Last 30 minutes: -8 GD (13 GF / 21 GA)

Golden Ball (MVP) honor, while Dylan Mares and Brian 
Brown are among the 12 nominees for the Young Player of 
the Year award (for players 23 and under). Fans can vote 
for each award through Oct. 27

th
 at NASL.com. 

  

MIDDLING AT “THE MIKE”: After going winless in its 

first 12 home games at Carroll Stadium in 2014, Indy 
Eleven has since gone 6W-4D-5L in its last 15 outings at 
“The Mike” – starting with last year’s two wins to close out 
the home slate (which started with a shock win against 
Minnesota). After dropping its last two games at “The 
Mike,” Indy Eleven now has a losing record at home 
throughout the 2015 season at 4W-4D-5L. 
 
Prior to its two-game losing streak at home, Indy Eleven 
recorded two of its three shutouts on the season in back-
to-back home wins over Jacksonville (Sept. 5) and Tampa 
Bay (Aug. 19), which contributed to a 259-minute home 
shutout streak snapped by FC Edmonton on Sept. 19. 
 
Indy Eleven is in the middle of its only three-game 
homestand of 2015, which continues Saturday against 
Minnesota and ends next weekend against Fort 
Lauderdale.

DRAWS HALT ROAD WOES: After going a 

respectable 2W-1D-2L on the road with an even goal 
differential during the Spring Season, the grueling NASL 
road trips have started to take their toll on Indy Eleven, 
which has gone winless in nine away affairs (0W-4D-5L) to 
start the Fall Season – although a pair of comeback 1-1 
draws in Florida last week at Tampa Bay and Jacksonville 
helped stop the bleeding of a three-game road losing 
streak. Indy Eleven has one “roadie” remaining, its 
season-ending jaunt to Carolina on Friday, Oct. 30. 
 
Prior to its May 9 loss at Jacksonville, Indy was actually on 
the cusp of a record-setting performance on the road, a 0-
1 defeat derailing a five-game away undefeated streak – 
which was just one off the NASL’s modern era record.

RICHARDS’ SCORING STREAK ENDS AT 

THREE:  Dane Richards found his scoring touch in late 

August, when the Jamaican veteran became just the 
second player in club history to score in three consecutive 
games.  The 31-year-old  capped his streak when he 
finished from 20 yards out in the 16

th
 minute of Indy’s 1-7 

loss at Fort Lauderdale on Aug. 29, joining a similar run 
from Kleberson during the team’s inaugural season last 
July/August.  Richards also scored Indy’s lone tally – a 6

th
 

minute penalty kick – during its 1-1 draw at Atlanta on Aug. 
22, three days after he notched his first goal in checkers 
against Tampa Bay, the GWG in a 2-0 home victory. 
 

BRACE YOURSELF: Zach Steinberger made a good 

first impression in his first start as a forward alongside 
Dane Richards on Sept. 5, opening his scoring account in 
checkers with a brace in the 3-0 win over Jacksonville. 
Steinberger joined a shortlist of Indy Eleven players with a 
brace, marking just the fourth such effort in the team’s now 
52 regular season contests – and second in 2015:

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ELEVEN SHUFFLING BACKLINE: Indy Eleven 

interim head coach Tim Regan has been able to start his 
first-choice back four of Kyle Hyland, Erick Norales, Cory 
Miller & Marco Franco just seven times in 17 contests 
during the Fall Season due to injury, suspensions and 
schedule congestion. That line-up across the back will be 
impossible to recreate after Hyland suffered a season-
ending adductor injury on Oct. 3 at Jacksonville. 

 

PENALTY PHASE CATCHES UP WITH INDY: 

Dane Richards’ 6
th
 minute conversion from the penalty 

spot on Aug. 22 vs. Atlanta marked Indy Eleven’s third 
goal from the spot in 2015 in four tries across its first 19 
games. On the flip side, Indy hadn’t conceded a spot kick 
for 15 games to start 2015, which ended on Aug. 5 in 
Edmonton when Tomi Amoebi beat Keith Cardona for the 
Eddies’ insurance goal in a 2-0 FCE win.  
 
After conceding PK’s on Aug. 29 at Fort Lauderdale (7’ to 
PC) and Sept. 12 at San Antonio (45+, Castillo), Indy 
Eleven has now seen three PK calls go against it in its last 
nine games,  proving that the law of averages indeed 
exists in the beautiful game. Indy Eleven had some 
beginner’s luck in this category in 2014, when it attempted 
eight PKs (7 goals), twice as many as its opposition 
(converted 3 of 4 attempts). 

 

REGAN REGIME ROLLS ON: Since taking control of 

the Indy Eleven sideline, interim head coach and director 
of soccer operations Tim Regan has steered the “Boys in 
Blue” to a 5W-5D-9L record, this after a sluggish 1W-4D-
3L start to the team’s 2015 NASL campaign and an early 
exit in Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup play. Indy Eleven 
President/GM Peter Wilt shook up the team side 
leadership June 2, relieving Juergen Sommer of his dual 
roles atop the technical staff, removing assistant coach 
Paul Telfer from his role and giving Kleberson assistant 
coach duties while recovering from an Achilles injury. 
 
Regan enjoyed a decorated career at Bradley University 
before being selected in the 2nd round of the 2003 MLS 
SuperDraft by the MetroStars, led by future U.S. and 
Egyptian National Team coach Bob Bradley – the first 
coach hired by Wilt with MLS’ Chicago Fire.  Regan 
appeared in 81 regular season games in North America’s 
top flight with MetroStars (2003-05), Chivas USA (2006), 
NY Red Bulls (2007) and Toronto FC (2008).  
 
Regan’s primary role with Toronto FC in 2008 was as the 
team’s Chief Scout, a role he kept until 2011. Regan also 
worked with U.S. Soccer as an assistant coach for the 
U.S. Under-17, U-18 & U-20 National Teams and a 
Technical Advisor in 2011. Prior to joining Indy Eleven on 
Nov. 11, 2013, Regan’s most recent role was with St. 
Louis Scott Gallagher, where he served as the club’s 
Development Academy Director, with duties including 
coaching the U.S. Soccer Development Academy 
program’s U-17/18 squad. 

 

INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN: Indiana’s Team in 

“The World’s Game” saw a slight re-stock in regards to 
international talent during the offseason, with midfield 
newcomers Osman Melgares (Honduras) and Dragan 
Stojkov (Macedonia) taking the international roster slots 
previously held by Jermaine Johnson and Corby Moore.   
 
One thing that hasn’t changed is Indy Eleven’s 
international feel, as now close to half – 12 of 26 – of the 
team’s players following the recent additions of midfielders 
Dane Richards and Marvin Ceballos were either born 
outside the United States or carry duel-citizenship:

EVERYTHING OLD IS NEW AGAIN: The biggest 

question during Indy Eleven’s offseason was if the squad 
would be able to keep the pieces of the roster it wanted 
into season two, especially after the promising end to the 
club’s inaugural campaign.  The team’s technical staff 
went to work immediately in November and went deep into 
the preseason to secure its returning core, their efforts 
ending with 14 of the 21 players on the opening day roster 
having spent at least five games with Indy last season.   
 
But the search for new blood has ramped up since the 
season began, yielding rookies Daniel Keller and Duke 
Lacroix in May, Dane Richards and Zach Steinberger in 
July, Marvin Ceballos in August and Daniel Cuevas earlier 
this month.
