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LAST TIME OUT - INDY ELEVEN HOLDS ON TO

SPOIL STRIKERS: Indy Eleven used first half goals
from the Jamaican dup of Don Smart and Brian Brown and
held off down the stretch to down Fort Lauderdale 2-1 in
front of 9,213 fans in the 2015 Carroll Stadium finale. A
late tally from the Strikers’ Jose Angulo was not enough for
the visitors, as Indy Eleven was able to exact revenge for a
heavy defeat six weeks prior by pushing the Strikers out of
position for The Championship with one game remaining.

After the first 15 minutes dragged out in the middle third,
Indy Eleven was able to gain control, and it took the lead in
the 20" minute through Smart, who took Marvin Ceballos’
short pass in midfield and made a 30-yard run before
slotting low to David Meves’ left to give Indy the 1-0 lead.

The home side was the aggressor moving forward in the
first half, putting the Strikers on their heels before Brown
was able to move the scoreboard again, nodding home
Dylan Mares’ free kick towards the penalty spot in the 43"
minute. Smart looked to give the Strikers the dagger in
stoppage time, but was deemed to have handled down the
ball before again hitting from distance, giving the visitors a
reprieve heading into the halftime break.

Fort Lauderdale would breathe more life into its attack in
the second 45 minutes, but it took an Indy mistake for
them to pull one back in the 59" minute when halftime sub
Jose Angulo collected Erick Norales’ attempted clearance
and finished past Kristian Nicht from 20 yards. But Nicht
would hold firm from there, collecting the win in his 50"
competitive game for Indy.

INFIRMARY REPORT: Half of Indy Eleven’'s 26-man
roster remains on the injury list heading into Friday’s finale
at Carolina, leaving interim coach Tim Regan few options
to field a first XI. Changes from last weekend’s contest
have seen Judson McKinney upgraded to questionable,
while Kristian Nicht was added to the infirmary update after
seeing a nagging Achilles injury flair up this week in
training. See the top page of the notes for the full list of
maladies on the Community Health Network Injury Report.

BROWN & MARES STREAKING DOWN THE

STRETCH: Indy Eleven midfielder Dylan Mares is closing
the season out strong, having notched either a goal or an
assist in three straight games:

e GWAon 10/24 v. FTL (free kick, 43’ Brown goal)

e Goal on 10/17 v. MNU (opening 39’ tally in 3-1 W)

e Goalon 10/10 v SAS (69’ equalizer in 1-2 L)

Even after missing a month-and-a-half of the season due
to surgery on his right meniscus, the 23-year-old Mares is
pacing the team with 5 goals and assists.

Perhaps the only player hotter than Mares right now is
forward Brian Brown, who continued his torrid October with
the game-winning tally last Saturday against Fort
Lauderdale. His team-leading third GWG was his third
tally in four games, pushed him into a tie for the team lead
with Mares on 5 goals and gave the 22-year-old goals in
back-to-back for the first time during his Indy tenure.

BROWN LATEST TO GO BACK-TO-BACK: As
mentioned above, Brian Brown became the latest “Boy in
Blue” to score inconsecutive games, becoming the fourth
player to do so in 2015. Dylan Mares had done the honor
in the team’s two previous contests, the duo joining
Wojciech Wojcik’'s 2-game run (7/05 @ NYC & 7/11 v
CAR) and Dane Richards’ franchise-record tying 3-game
streak (8/19 v. TBR, 8/22 @ ATL & 8/29 @ FTL).

The feat of scoring in consecutive games was done seven
times in 2014 by six different “Boys in Blue” — Kleberson
(twice), Erick Norales, Mike Ambersley, Blake Smith
(included US Open Cup game), Jermaine Johnson and
Jhulliam. All but one of those — Kleberson’s 3-game streak
in July/August — were 2-game runs.

NICHT TURNS 50: Veteran netminder Kristian Nicht
became the second player to hit the 50-game mark in
competitive action (47 NASL games & 3 U.S. Open Cup
ties) for Indy Eleven last Saturday, when he made 2 saves
in a 2-1 win over Fort Lauderdale. The result pushed
Nicht’s record on the season back above the .500 mark to
7W-7D-6L, while the 33-year-old ranks T-8" across the
NASL with 55 saves in his 20 league games in 2015.

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GETTING SMART-ER: The only player to beat Nicht to
the 50-game mark in an Indy Eleven uniform is midfielder
Don Smart. After getting a rare run out on the left flank last
weekend, the 27-year-old Jamaican is continuing to make
his mark on the club’s scoresheet and record books:

e Smart ranks tops on the team’s all-time
appearances chart in NASL play with 51 (Nicht 2"
at 47, Erick Norales 3" with 44).

e His goal last Saturday against FTL was his 6"
career goal in NASL play with Indy, drawing him
even with Mike Ambersley for 2" place on the all-
time chart (now 2 tallies behind Kleberson)

e His assist on Brian Brown’s 55" minute goal on
Oct. 17 vs. Minnesota was the 3" of the season,
placing him alone in 2 place in 2015 behind just
Dylan Mares, who sits on 5 helpers.

e His 6" helper in an Indy Eleven uniform now has
him one behind the team’s all-time lead in the
category, which Mares took for himself last
Saturday

e Smartis also neck-and-neck with Mares for the all-
time lead in game-winning assists with 3 — Smart
took the lead on 10/17 v. MNU, but Mares equaled
him last weekend vs. FTL

e Smart has almost mirrored his production from his
first season with Indy Eleven ...

o 2014:27 GP/9 GS, 1061 min, 3G/ 3A
o 2015: 24 GP/10 GS, 1130 min, 3G/ 3A

SHARING THE SCORING LOAD: Wih his
wondergoal on Oct. 17 vs. Minnesota, Brad Ring became
the 15" different player to score for Indy Eleven this
season, giving the squad the most scorers on an NASL
team in 2015. With five goals in its last two games, Indy
Eleven now ranks 8" with 35 goals on the season that
have been spread around quite evenly, punctuated by the
fact that none of the “Boys in Blue” are among the top 20
on the NASL scoring chart.

That said, Dylan Mares and Brian Brown have been hot in
October, combining for five goals in the squad’s last four
matches. Brown’s game-winner last Saturday was his third
of the season, making him the only member of the squad
with multiple GWG’s in 2015 and making him one of only
two players in club history with multiple game-winning
tallies alongside Victor Pineda (2).

The Indy Eleven attack had been respectable across the
first four months of the season, but the scoring well dried
up over latter half. The team’s attack has awoken as of
late, with two of the four multiple-goal displays in its last 16
games coming the last two times out in wins over
Minnesota & Fort Lauderdale.

SPOILER ALERT: Indy Eleven might have been the first
team eliminated for a spot in The Championship starting
next weekend, but that doesn’t mean the “Boys in Blue”
haven't had an impact. First Indy Eleven spoiled
Minnesota’s attempt at the Fall Season title and possible
#1 seed by downing the Loons in a comprehensive 3-1 win
at Carroll Stadium on Oct. 17. That was followed last
weekend by a 2-1 defeat of Fort Lauderdale that pushed
the Strikers a point below Tampa Bay for the fourth and
final spot in the NASL'’s four-team postseason competition.

THE FIRST CUT IS THE DEEPEST:
Throughout the 2015 combined season, Indy Eleven has
allowed the first goal 19 times in 29 games (66%) —
including 13 of 19 Fall Season games (68%). Those
statistics were even more dire looking until the last two
contests, as the “Boys in Blue” were able to take leads and
hold onto the full three points in consecutive wins over
Minnesota (Oct. 17) and Fort Lauderdale (Oct. 24). While
Indy Eleven is undefeated in the 10 games it has climbed
out to a lead, all 12 of its losses came after conceding first:

Record when scoring first: 5W-5D-0L (4-2-0 in Fall)
Record when conceding first: 3W-4D-12L (1-3-9 in Fall)

FOUR PLAYERS UP FOR NASL AWARDS: A
quartet of “Boys in Blue” are up for NASL season-ending
awards, as defender Erick Norales and Dane Richards
were nominated for the league’s Golden Ball (MVP) honor,
while Dylan Mares and Brian Brown are among the 12
considered for Young Player of the Year award (for players
23 and under). Fans were able to vote for the “Boys in
Blue” during online voting, which ended this past Tuesday.
The winners will be announced in the build-up to The
Championship Final in the coming weeks.
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RECORD REPEATS ITSELF: How's this for
consistency — through its first 27 games, Indy Eleven
compiled a 6W-9D-12L record — the exact same mark it
registered during its 2014 inaugural season. Whereas Indy
Eleven got off to a slow start in 2014 and ran through the
finish line in the Fall, the script has flipped in 2015 ...

2014 Spring Season: OW-4D-5L, 4 pts., 10" place
2014 Fall Season: 6W-5D-7L, 23 pts., T-6" place

2015 Spring Season: 3W-4D-3L, 5" place
2015 Fall Season: 5W-5D-9L, 8" place

That being said, Indy Eleven has gained points from four
of its last five matches (2-2-1) and will hope to go out in a
similar streaking fashion as it did last season, when it went
unbeaten in five games (3-2-0) to close things out.

THE WITCHING HALF-HOUR: The oft-occurring
theme of allowing late-game goals only managed to ruin a
potential shutout for Indy Eleven on Oct. 17 vs. Minnesota,
as Brent Kallman’s 85" minute tally counted only as a
consolation goal in the Loons’ 3-1 loss at “The Mike”. After
conceding on the cusp of the final half hour last weekend,
Indy Eleven has allowed nearly as many goals in the last
30 minutes of its 28 games as it has in the first 60 minutes:

CARDONA COMMANDING THE POSTS: Second-
year pro Keith Cardona received some quality time
between in goal as of late, having started 6 of the team’s
last 9 matches. Cardona owns a 1W-2D-6L record and a
1.44 goals against average that puts him near the middle
of the pack of NASL netminders with at least 600 minutes
played in 2015 (11" out of 19).

Cardona has made six appearances in the final third of the
season, during which he’s recorded a 1W-2D-3L record,
notched a 1.17 GAA and equaled his career-high of 4
saves four times:

FRANCO 2015’s IRONMAN: Marco Franco's 6
straight starts to close out 2014 were a sign of things to
come, as the right back will finish out 2015 as the team'’s
leader in games played and started (currently 26 in both)
and minutes played (2,287). Fellow defender Erick Norales
will place behind him in second in all three (24/24/2,040).

OVER THE HUMP AT HOME: After going winless in
its first 12 home games at Carroll Stadium in 2014, Indy
Eleven has since gone 8W-4D-5L in its last 17 outings at
“The Mike” — starting with last year’s two wins to close out
the home slate. Thanks to wins over Minnesota and Fort
Lauderdale that closed out the season at “The Mike” over
the last two weeks, Indy finished with a plus-.500 mark
both throughout the 2015 Combined and Fall seasons:

DRAWS HALT ROAD WOES: After going a
respectable 2W-1D-2L on the road with an even goal
differential during the Spring Season, the grueling NASL
road trips took their toll on Indy Eleven, which has gone
winless in nine away affairs (OW-4D-5L) to start the Fall
Season — although a pair of comeback 1-1 draws in
Florida prior to its recent three-game homestand helped to
stop the bleeding of a three-game road losing streak. Indy
will look to close things out in successful fashion Friday at
WakeMed Park — the site of its first away and regular
season win in NASL play last July.

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RALLYING UNDER REGAN: Indy  Eleven
President/GM Peter Wilt shook up the team side
leadership June 2, naming former assistant coach Tim
Regan the club’s interim Head Coach and Director of
Soccer Operations, roles previously held by Juergen
Sommer. Since taking control of the Indy sideline Regan
has steered the “Boys in Blue” to a 7W-5D-9L record, the
26 standings points counting as the 5" most across the
NASL (alongside FC Edmonton & Tampa Bay) in the last
21 games. The subsequent 1.24 points/game average has
been a solid improvement over the 0.875 pts/game pace in
the team’s 8 games to start the season (1W-4D-3L).

Regan enjoyed a decorated career at Bradley University
before being selected in the 2nd round of the 2003 MLS
SuperDraft by the MetroStars, led by future U.S. and
Egyptian National Team coach Bob Bradley — the first
coach hired by Wilt with MLS’ Chicago Fire. Regan
appeared in 81 regular season games in North America’s
top flight with MetroStars (2003-05), Chivas USA (2006),
NY Red Bulls (2007) and Toronto FC (2008).

Regan’s primary role with Toronto FC in 2008 was as the
team’s Chief Scout, a role he kept until 2011. Regan also
worked with U.S. Soccer as an assistant coach for the
U.S. Under-17, U-18 & U-20 National Teams and a
Technical Advisor in 2011. Prior to joining Indy Eleven on
Nov. 11, 2013, Regan’s most recent role was with St.
Louis Scott Gallagher, where he served as the club’s
Development Academy Director, with duties including
coaching the U.S. Soccer Development Academy
program’s U-17/18 squad.

BRACE YOURSELF: Zach Steinberger made a good
first impression in his first start as a forward alongside
Dane Richards on Sept. 5, opening his scoring account in
checkers with a brace in the 3-0 win over Jacksonville.
Steinberger joined a shortlist of Indy Eleven players with a
brace, marking just the fourth such effort in the team’s now
56 regular season contests — and second in 2015:

INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN: Indiana’s Team in
“The World’'s Game” saw a slight re-stock in regards to
international talent during the offseason, with midfield
newcomers Osman Melgares (Honduras) and Dragan
Stojkov (Macedonia) taking the international roster slots
previously held by Jermaine Johnson and Corby Moore.

One thing that hasn’t changed is Indy Eleven’s
international feel, as now close to half — 12 of 26 — of the
team’s players following the recent additions of midfielders
Dane Richards and Marvin Ceballos were either born
outside the United States or carry duel-citizenship:

EVERYTHING OLD IS NEW AGAIN: The biggest
question during Indy Eleven’s offseason was if the squad
would be able to keep the pieces of the roster it wanted
into season two, especially after the promising end to the
club’s inaugural campaign. The team’s technical staff
went to work immediately in November and went deep into
the preseason to secure its returning core, their efforts
ending with 14 of the 21 players on the opening day roster
having spent at least five games with Indy last season.

But the search for new blood has ramped up since the
season began, yielding rookies Daniel Keller and Duke
Lacroix in May, Dane Richards and Zach Steinberger in
July, Marvin Ceballos in August and Daniel Cuevas in
early September.
